
Attached information will give you an idea what will be going on during the 4th July and days surrounding the Lincoln 
200. Sea Cadets will be manning a booth with the Navy League. We have also been invited to march in the Parade, and I 
have committed us to that event. This event is open to all League and Sea Cadets. The Uniform is Dress Whites for Sea 
Cadets, Salt and Pepper for Leaguers, and Staff Officers will either be in Whites or an Alternate Uniform.  

We will muster on Saturday Morning at 0815 at 6th and Arch Sts. Please do your best to be on time. There is no limitation 
on the number of Cadets participating.

Any Sea Cadets or League Cadets who wish to travel with LT Larkin on Regional Rail MUST meet at the 
Warminster Train Station (on Jacksonville Road just south of Street Road) by 0630. The round trip fare is $9.25 if you 
purchase the ticket at the ticket window inside the station Monday to Friday between 0515 and 1200. If you must purchase 
the ticket aboard the train on Saturday, the fare is $12.00, I believe. Since the ticket window is not open, they may not add 
the surcharge. I expect to return to Warminster Station at 1555. 

Muster Point: 

We will muster at the sculpture in the plaza outside the federal building between Arch Street and Market Street on 6th 
Street, opposite the National Visitors Center at 0815. It appears as a circle with two triangles below and to the left of 
the star in this map:
